2. Why Did David Choose SMOOTH 
Stones?



Smooth stones are jagged stones refined in the river 
and made ready to be used by the Lord to take people 
to greater levels of Kingdom victory, promotion, and 

authority.



Two Things About Smooth Stones:



1. Smooth stones are REFINED 
stones.



REFINE means to remove the unwanted substances in 
(something) to improve by making small changes. 



Refining is never easy, but it is necessary.
